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Dementia

As per the WHO statistics, currently, more than 55 million people live with dementia 
worldwide, and there are nearly 10 million new cases every year. The theme for World 
Alzheimer's Month in September 2022 is Know dementia, know Alzheimer's. 
 
National governments, advocates and international organizations have increasingly drawn 
attention to the challenge of supporting people with dementia to live in the community. The 
Global dementia action plan focuses on increasing public awareness, acceptance and 
understanding of dementia with dementia-friendly initiatives (DFI) to foster a dementia-
inclusive society. In this context, the Department of Youth Welfare has initiated a dementia-
friendly initiative (DFI) and memory clinic in Eloor Municipality along with District 
Administration and Bodhi CUSAT, Eloor Municipality. The purpose of the programme was to 
declare Eloor Municipality as the first Dementia Friendly Municipality in the State and 
Kalamassery Legislative Constituency as the first Dementia Friendly Legislative Constituency 
in the state. The Dementia Friendly Initiative includes three stages, raising, enabling 
participation and providing support by experts through memory clinics. 
 
In the first stage, all the About Accredited Social Health Activist (ASHA) workers and 
Kudumbasree activists in the Municipality were given training by the counsellor on 13th 
September 2022. After this training, they visited all houses in the municipality and identified 
dementia-affected and dementia possible communities. The DFI initiative was officially 
inaugurated on 21st September 2022, World Alzheimer’s day, at Eloor Municipal Town Hall 
by Shri. P Rajeeve, Hon Minister for Industries, Coir and Law. 
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The Department of Youth Welfare Cochin University of Science and Technology organised a 

Bansuri Workshop during 16-18, September 2022 in association with The Mystic Bamboo 

Academy, Pune. Himanshu Nanda, an accomplished Hindustani Classical musician and one 

among the five meritoriously selected scholars to enjoy the tutelage of the legendary Bansuri 

maestro Pandit Hariprasad Chaurasia, was the key trainer of the workshop. The workshop 

started at seven in the morning every day and ended at eight at night. The workshop was 

officially inaugurated by Dr. K.N Madhusoodanan, Honourable Vice Chancellor. Dr. P K Baby, 

Director, Students Welfare, Department of Youth Welfare and Mr. P T Ajith Kumar from 

Mystic Bamboo spoke on the occasion.

An amount of Rs. 2,20,000/- (Rupees Two lakh twenty thousand 

only) of the sanctioned amount shall be met from the from the head of account “2-01-0-Q-3-263-

NAAC Accreditation” and the remaining amount of Rs. 1,50,000/- (Rupees One lakh fifty thousand) 

shall be met from the budget head “2-09-0-Q-4-399-Assistance for other Welfare Programmes” 

provided in the budget of the University. 91 students from various departments participated in the 

programme.

An ardent writer in Malayalam 

weeklies and online media. Has published several books on popular science, film music, 

cinema, music and dance. Resides at Chicago, USA. 
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The fourth edition of CUSAT Model United Nations under the patronages of the Department 
of Youth Welfare, Cochin University of Science and Technology was launched in the 
Thrikkakara campus of Cochin University of Science and Technology on 20th January 2023.  
About 300 students from different states of India participated in the event held on January 
20, 21 and 22.  
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The Six committees of CUSAT MUN 2023 were held in various halls of Science Seminar

the globe remain protected with an emphasis on the Demilitarization of the South China Sea. 
The United Nations Human Rights Council (UNHRC) committee raised concerns for 
strengthening the promotion and protection of human rights around the globe and for 
addressing situations of human rights violations and making recommendations on them, 
focusing on accessing the right to health as a fundamental right with special emphasis on 
mental health post COVID-19 pandemic. The All-India Political Party Meeting (AIPPM) 
committee discussed reality by reproducing the stages of policies and jurisdiction, with 
delegates representing personalities from the divergent group of Indian political parties in the 
agendas of deliberation on electoral reforms and discuss the rising tussles between the 
governors and state governments. The UN Commission on the Status of Women (CSW) 
discussed issues related to gender equality, identifies obstacles, establishes international 
benchmarks, and creates specific policies to enhance women’s rights throughout the world. 
The Continuous Crisis Committee (CCC) looked on the history and post-political scenario of 
the September 2001: Aftermath of 9/11 Attacks. The International Press Delegation (IP) 
committee covered discussions, developments and resolutions within the committees. The 
reporters organized and attended press conferences, interviewed delegates, and wrote 
articles to be published during the conference.  
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The fourth edition of CUSAT MUN was inaugurated by Dr. K. N. Madhusoodanan, Vice-
Chancellor of Cochin University of Science and Technology. The Vice-Chancellor commented 
that this helps students to understand political Situations, Diplomacy, and gain experience in 
all areas of international exposure. Pro-Vice-Chancellor Dr. P. G. Sankaran presided over the 
function.

The discussions taking place within the 
committees and the resolutions passed were duly recorded by the members of the 
International Press. 
 
Ajay Martin from VIT Chennai who represented Singapore was adjudge as then best delegate 
of the in the UN General Assembly Disarmament and International Security Committee 
(DISEC). P C Varshini from VIT Chennai who represented the United States of America was 
selected as the best delegate in the United Nations Human Rights Council (UNHRC).  Karthik 
K from VIT Chennai who represented Belgium has been selected as the best delegate in the 
UN Commission on Status of Women, (UNCSW). In the CRISIS Committee, Athul Krishna from 
Cochin University of Science and Technology who represented Canada was adjudged as the 
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best delegate. In the International Press, Deepika Ganesh from Christ University Bangalore 
and Prabhu Sankar from VIT Chennai was selected as the best reporter and best photographer 
respectively. And finally, in the All-India Political Party Meet, Sreelakshmi V from UC College 
Aluva received the Special Mention Award.
